Fob Holder Rules
Every application for fob privileges must include a signed copy of the Fob Holder Rules:

1. Only Club members are permitted to use the building for individual training. Submitting an application with payment does not make someone a member, they must be voted in by the Board to become a member.
2. The fob holder shall treat the building with respect, including but not limited to the following: 

· Put away equipment

· Turn off lights

· Don’t prop any door open for any reason

· No grooming in the building

3. Fob holders may NOT use the Agility contact equipment (A-frame, dog walk, teeter) unless they have been Contact Equipment Certified by the Director of Agility, as indicated by the Director of Agility’s signature here: 
 

· If you have been Contact Equipment Certified, you understand that a minimum of two people is required to set up the contact equipment pieces.

4. Fob holders understand that the privilege of individual training must yield to all other club events, including but not limited to classes, show & gos, Agility open training, workshops or seminars, building rentals, and cleaning (Wednesdays, Noon to 5pm). 

5. It is the responsibility of the fob holder to stay informed about events taking place at the Club building so as to know when to train and when not to train. When in doubt, ask the First Vice President or the Second Vice President for guidance.

6. Fob holders are responsible for collecting the hourly open training fee from any non-fob holder they allow in the building (follow the procedures outlined in the notebook by the telephone). If a non-fob holder refuses to pay, the fob holder should advise the Board of the refusal and should, in the future, refuse to allow the non-fob holder in the building. 
7. Fob holders are responsible for following – and for ensuring that non-fob holders follow – the above rules AND all rules of the Club, including but not limited to: 

· No smoking in the building

· If your dog has an accident in the building, clean up after it and properly dispose of the waste in the designated trash can

· Keep your dog on leash or under your control at all times

· Honor requests to share space if doing so does not hamper what you came to train
